1. Welcome/Tour
· The meeting took place at Cambridge Park Academy 6th Form (Cromwell Road). Members introduced themselves to the group, sharing a little about themselves.
· Max Foster introduced himself and explained the specialized pathways at Cambridge Park 6th Form. Max Foster highlighted the custom designed pathways: Employability and Independence. Throughout each pathway there is a Vocational Offer. The Vocational Offer consists of; Small Animal Care, Eco-Horticulture, Catering, Work Experience and Skills for Independent Living. · Members of PCAB conducted a tour around the site and witnessed various activities as part of the 6th Form learner’s curriculum.
 
2. Transition Events
· Mr Ceclich announced the steps being taken to offer support and guidance to students and parents/carers to support with transitions. These included; annual events focused on legal support (Deputyship, Lasting Powers of Attorney, DWP Appointee and Wills) and Post-16 provisions.
· Feedback was sort from members on how to build engagement with Coffee mornings. Nina Smith fed back, stating that some parents may find it anxious to walk into a room of people they don’t know and wondered if Cambridge Park could engage parents by sharing positive messages and pictures from the sessions.   

3. Leading Parent Partnership Award (LPPA) overview
· All members who attended received the LPPA stakeholder evaluation document which was sent out in December, 2023. This document outlined parent/carer views on the school’s efforts to support, and the measures needed to develop this further. On a whole, feedback was positive and improvements have been placed in the family engagement development plan.  
4. Training/Event Offer 2024
· All members who attended received an updated copy of the Training/Event Offer. This document outlined the face to face and online courses offered to all parents/carers this term. Members discussed how we can build engagement. It was agreed that there should be a continuation of online training for those who cannot attend in person. Training/Event Offer to be displayed online and links sent out to parents/carers at the earliest stage. 

5. Holiday activities
· Holiday activities at Cambridge Park was discussed. Mr Ceclich explained that there are several barriers to offering a summer activities offer at Cambridge Park. Staffing and funding being the main reasons. Mr Ceclich will explore the option of offering the school field for a picnic event during the summer, allowing families to have a ‘safe space’ and an opportunity to come together.
